Acts	6:11-14	(ESV)	11	Then	they	secretly	persuaded	some	men	to	say,	“We	have	
heard	Stephen	 speak	blasphemous	words	against	Moses	and	against	God.”	 12	So	
they	stirred	up	the	people	and	the	elders	and	the	teachers	of	the	law.	They	seized	
Stephen	and	brought	him	before	the	Sanhedrin.	13	They	produced	false	witnesses,	
who	testified,	“This	fellow	never	stops	speaking	against	this	holy	place	and	against	
the	law.	14	For	we	have	heard	him	say	that	this	Jesus	of	Nazareth	will	destroy	this	
place	and	change	the	customs	Moses	handed	down	to	us.”		

	
Matthew	5:7-20	(NIV)	“Do	not	think	that	I	have	come	to	abolish	the	Law	or	the	
Prophets;	I	have	not	come	to	abolish	them	but	to	fulfill	them.	18	For	truly,	I	say	to	
you,	until	heaven	and	earth	pass	away,	not	an	iota,	not	a	dot,	will	pass	from	the	
Law	until	all	is	accomplished.	19	Therefore	whoever	relaxes	one	of	the	least	of	
these	commandments	and	teaches	others	to	do	the	same	will	be	called	least	in	the	
kingdom	of	heaven,	but	whoever	does	them	and	teaches	them	will	be	called	
great	in	the	kingdom	of	heaven.
